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PhD opportunity

Machair Vulnerability and Landscape Resilience in South Uist and Benbecula, Outer Hebrides, Scotland
Recent storms have demonstrated the sensitivity of the low-lying machair landscapes of the Outer Isles to extreme events and, in particular, their vulnerability to a changing climate and projected future increases in relative sea level rise and storminess. This 3 year fully funded PhD project offers the successful candidate an opportunity to quantify the vulnerability of the machair areas of South Uist and Benebcula while learning several methodologies. These methodologies include Pb210 and Cs137 dating of lake sediments to build a chronology of storm and flooding events, compiling past records of land use and crop yields for the machair areas and experiments to estimate the movement of sediment and the proportion of soil exposed to wind erosion and sediment movement. The relationships between land management and sediment dynamics will also be explored.
